History Of The Manor House

In the 12" Century, Walter de Dunstanville, the Lord of the Manor built a castle on the
location of the Old Saxon camp, and later in the 14™ Century the Manor House was built on
its present site as the castle was falling into disuse.

In the 17™ Century most of the front of the house was destroyed in a fire and subsequently
rebuilt, forming the basis of the Manor House as we see it today, with alterations in each of
the following centuries.

To the enchantment of the hidden village The Manor House lends an extra fairy tale
dimension. Steeped in history, the house was added to by the Jacobeans in 1664 and is nhow
the quintessential English Manor.

The 18" century frieze in the Shakespeare Room commemorates the Shakespearean
character; Falstaff who is believed to have been based on Sir John Fastolf; Lord of the Manor
of that period. In the halls is some beautifully carved paneling bearing the date 1664.
Another noteworthy frieze may be seen in the drawing room overlooking the expansive lawns
& river.
